a. Upon completion of detailed plans, special provisions, proposals and estimate of cost - being the
work required by paragraphs 1a through 1g under THE ENGINEER AGREES - to the satisfaction of
the LA and their approval by the DEPARTMENT, 90 percent of the total fee based on the abave fee
schedule and the approved estimate of cost.
